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Petar Stoychev won 14 Majors: 2003 and 2005 Capri to Naples; 2001, 2002, 2003, 2004, 2005
and 2006 FINA Marathon Swimming World Cup; 2007, 2008, 2009, 2010 and 2011 FINA Grand Prix
Series; and 2011 25 km FINA World Championship. He completed the Oceans Seven and Triple
Crown.

He set the speed record, the first to break the 7-hour mark for the English Channel, in 2007. His time
of 6 hours and 58 minutes held until 2012. He set the speed record for the Triple Crown in 2024,
lowering the time by 2 hours 29 minutes (which held until 2024 and beyond) and elapsed time for
Oceans Seven in 2024 at 173 days (which held until 2024 and beyond). Petar also set records in the
Lac Memphrémagog race: speed record in 2001, 2007, 2008 and 2009 in 7 hours and 16 minutes —
which stood (2024 and beyond). He won this major race 10 years in a row — a record for professional
marathoners — which stood (2024 and beyond). Petar won the Lac St. Jean race for 11 years in a row
starting in 2001 (a record which held until 20024 and beyond).

He won more than 50 individual professional marathons including: 36 km Around Atlantic City; 34 km
Lac St-dean; 36 km Capri-Naples; and several races in Argentina including 57 km Sante Fe — Coronda
and 15 km Rosario.

He swam in 4 Olympics, was the flag bearer for the Bulgarian Olympic Team at the 2008 Beijing
Olympics where he was6th in the Olympic 10 km.

Petar has set world records in ice swimming. He was inducted into the International Swimming Hall of
Fame (2018) and received the Poseidon Award in 2020.
