Taranath Narayan Shenoy; deaf, communicates by sign, legally blind in one eye, and was
the second triple crown swimmer. After an initial failure, he made 3 successful crossings of the English
Channel: from France to England in 10 hours and 54 minutes in 1983 and from England to France in
10 hours and 55 minutes in 1984 and in 10 hours and 42 minutes in 1985. He crossed: Palk Strait in
13 hours and 5 minutes; Catalina Channel in 10 hours and 15 minutes in 1987; Manhattan in 1987 in 8
hours and 21 minutes and 1989 in 8 hours and 29 minutes; Cook Strait in 1996 in 7 hours and 46
minutes; Strait of Gibraltar in 1988; Lake Zurich in 1987 in 9 hours and 8 minutes and 2-way Dharamtar
to Gateway of India in 17 hours and 42 minutes in 1984. Taranath represented his country at the FINA
25 km World Championships in Perth Australia in 1991.
