Mihir Sen was the first to swim the Palk Strait from Sri Lanka to India in 1966 in 25 hours and 44
minutes and the first Indian to swim across the English Channel in 1958 in 14 hours and 45 minutes.

He swam 5 other marathons: the Strait of Gibraltar between Spain and Morocco; 51.5 km Dardanelles
from Gallipoli to Sendulbahir, Turkiye; length of the Panama Canal from the Atlantic Ocean to the
Pacific Ocean in 35 hours and 30 minutes;and 32 km across the Bosphorus in Turkiye.
