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Giulio Travagllo won 6 Majors: 1965, 1966, 1967, 1968 and 1970 Capri to Naples and 1966
World Professional Marathon Swimming Federation. He won 5 of his 6 36 km Capri to Naples in Italy.
He set the speed record in 1970 in 7 hours and 33 minutes — which stood until 1974. This time was
nearly 2 hours faster than his first race. Giulio participated in other World Professional Marathon
Swimming Federation races including the 24-hour La Tuque 2-person relay. Other international
victories: 57 km Santa Fé-Coronda (1966) and 88 km Hernandarias-Parana (1966) His other epic
marathons in Italy included Gulf of Salerno and the 2-way crossing of the Procida Channel.
