Imre Szénasi, between 1962 and 1969, focused on long river and lake swims. Szenasi
completed a swim of 219 km (136 miles) in the River Tisza in Romania in 44 hours 50 minutes, 228 km
(142 miles) from Budapest to Bratislava, 130 km (81 miles) in 41 hours 40 minutes in the River Tisza in
Romania and several swims between 48 and 96 km (30 and 60 miles) in Lake Balaton in Hungary and
the Danube. He set a record at the time with a 250 km swim from Vienna to Budapest in 50 hours.
