Veljko Rogosic¢ won 4 Majors: 1971, 1972, 1973 and 1974 Capri to Naples. He was the first to
swim 225 km across the Adriatic Sea from Croatia to Italy in 2006 in 50 hours and 10 minutes. He won
the 1969, 1970, 1971, 1972 and 1973 marathons in Riccioneu ltaly and the 1976 Faros Maratén 1976.
He swam against the best: finishing in lac St-Jean: 2nd to IMSHOF Honoree John Kinsella in 1974 and
3rd overall in the 1975 and 1976.

Veljko began as a great pool swimmer for the former Yugoslavia where he won 142 national
championships and competed a total of 203 times for his country in international competitions. He set
51 national records in the 400m and 1500m freestyle, 200m and 400m individual medley, 200m
butterfly and freestyle relays. He was the national team captain for 15 years and participated in two
Olympic Games (1960 in Rome and 1964 in Tokyo). His highest international rankings were in the
1500m freestyle (fourth) and 400m individual medley (fifth).
