Daniel Eulogio Carpio "Carpayo" Massioti was the first man (second swimmer) to 

cross the Strait of Gibraltar in 1948. He was the first South American to swim the English Channel in 
1947 in 14 hours and 46 minutes and completed in 1951the Daily Mail Race in 13 hours and 50 
minutes.  

Daniel went back to Gibraltar 29 years later and swam in 1977 then 10 years later, at the age of 78, in 
1987 and completed his 3rd crossing. 

He crossed the River Plate in 1945, 1977 and 1982 when he was 72 years old. He held national titles 
in Chile and Argentina. The National Swimming Pool in Lima, Peru is named after him. In 1947, he was 
awarded the Order of the Sun as a Great Master by the President of Peru and the Recognition Award 
by the Peruvian Institute of Sports.

Daniel Eulogio Carpio "Carpayo" Massioti se convirtio en el primer hombre 

(Segundo nadador) en cruzar el Estrecho de Gibraltar en 1948.  Se convirtió en el primer 
sudamericano en cruzar el canal de la Mancha en 1947, en 14 horas y 46 minutos y completo en 1951 
la carrera del Daily Mail con un tiempo de 13 h 50 min. 

Daniel regreso a Gibraltar 29 años después y nado en 1977 y después 10 años mas tarde, a la edad 
de 78 años en 1987 completo su tercer cruce. 

Cruzó el río de la Plata en 1945, 1977 y 1982, cuando tenía 72 años. Obtuvo títulos nacionales en 
Chile y Argentina. La alberca nacional en Lima, Perú, lleva su nombre. En 1947, el presidente del Perú 
le otorgó la Orden del Sol como Gran Maestro y el Instituto Peruano del Deporte lo galardonó con un 
reconocimiento.
