Ersin Aydin was the first to swim, in 1973, the 96 km from Turkiye to Cyprus (in a wetsuit) in 43
hours and 20 minutes - a significant political event which generated major media coverage globally.

He successfully swam the English Channel twice and in both directions. The swim from France to
England was in 16 hours and 40 minutes in 1975 and the swim from England to France was in 13
hours and 40 minutes in 1977. He also completed major marathon swims from 32 to 120 km in the
Black Sea, Sea of Marmara, the Nile River, the Bosphorus Strait and the Dardanelles.
