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Imre Szénasi, between 1961 and 1973, focused on first ever long river and lake swims: In 1961
76 km in the Lake Balaton from Balatonkenese to Keszthely in 36 hours and 39 minutes. Szénasi
completed a swim of 220 km in 1962 in the Tisza River from Tiszas(ly to Szeged in 44 hours 50
minutes; 230 km in 1967 in the Danube from Bratislava to Budapest in 41 hours 40 minutes; 240 km in
1970 in the Tisza River from Tiszaldk to Szeged in 46 hours 20 minutes; and he set a distance record
in 1973 with 250 km swim in the Danube from Vienna to Budapest in 50 hours.

Imre achieved at the highest level in the sport despite his left leg being paralyzed by the Heine-Medin
disease.
