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Jacques Tuset was part of the first ever swim from Devil's Island in French Guiana 14 km, made
famous by the book and movie Papillon. He set a record of 55 prison island swims, which stood in 2024
(and beyond) and is known as the King of the Prison Island Swims. Some of these were epic
marathons such as Fort Boyard to La Rochelle 20 km.

Other marathons included: English Channel in 2002; Messinian Gulf from Koroni to Kalamata 30 km;
Strait of Corfou from Sagiada to Corfou 21 km; Lake Zurich from Raperswil to Zurich 26.4 km;
