Pedro A. Candioti was the first to swim 390 km in 1930 from Goya to Santa Fe in 66 hours 

and 15 minutes down the River Plate and his longest swim 452 km down the Parana River from Santa 
Fe to Zarate in 84 hours. He was known as the “Shark of Quilla Creek” and swam from 1922 to1946, 
primarily in Argentina rivers.  Pedro tried 17 times to swim 328 km  from Rosario to Buenos Aires in 
Argentina but failed with his last attempt taking 74 hours and 30 minutes. In 2012 he held the record for  

4 of the 5 longest swims on record: from 66 to 84 hours.
