Poliana Okimoto won 2 Majors: 2009 FINA 10 km Marathon Swimming World Cup and 2013
10km FINA World Championship. Over the period 2006 to 2016, was a World Champion and Olympic
Medalist. Poliana competed in 3 Olympics and won the bronze medal winner in front of her home
crowd in Rio de Janeiro. In the FINA World Cup races, she competed in 40 races and was on the
podium 28 times: 16 gold, 9 silver and 3 bronze.

In 2009 Poliana won 9 of the 11 races in the FINA 10k Marathon Swimming World Cup. This was a
record for the number of victories in a single year and she was the first ever Brazilian swimmer to win
this competition.

She swam in 8 FINA World Championships and won silver in 5k in 2013, 5k and 10k in 2006; and
bronze in 5k in 2009 and team event in 2013. In 2006 she won Brazil’s first ever medal at the 10k
FINA World Championship Naples. At the 2007 Pan-American Champions she won taking the first
medal ever for Brazil.

Poliana Okimoto ganhou 2 Majors: Copa do Mundo de Maratona Aquatica 10 km da FINA em
2009 e Campeonato Mundial 10 km da FINA em 2013. No periodo entre 2006 e 2016, foi Campea
Mundial e Medalhista Olimpica. Poliana participou em trés Olimpiadas e ganhou a medalha de bronze
em frente ao seu povo no Rio de Janeiro. Nas provas da Copa do Mundo da FINA, ela competiu em 40
provas e subiu ao pddio 28 vezes; 16 ouros, 9 pratas e 3 bronzes.

Em 2009 Poliana ganhou 9 provas das 11 disputadas nas etapas da Copa do Mundo da FINA, sendo
recorde de niimero de vitérias no mesmo ano e ela ainda foi a primeira brasileira a vencer esta
competicéo.

Ela competiu em oito Campeonatos Mundiais da FINA e ganhou a medalha de prata nos 5 km em
2013, nos 5 km e 10 km em 2006, e ainda ganhou o bronze nos 5 km em 2009 e na prova por equipes
em 2013. Em 2006 ela ganhou a primeira medalha da historia do Brasil nos 10km do Campeonato
Mundial, em Napoles. Nos Jogos Panamericanos de 2007, ela ganhou, conquistando a primeira
medalha do Brasil na competicéo.
